

�1.GENERAL



In these terms and conditions the expressions shall have the following meanings: 

Exhibition: ICML 2000 Exhibition

Oganiser:  The Library Association

Exhibitor:  the person/company who has contracted for a stand/ stands at the exhibition

Premises:  Queen Elizabeth II Conference Centre 



1.2  These terms and conditions shall apply to all contracts between the Exhibitor and the Organiser relating to the Exhibition.  Any variations of these terms or conditions shall only be binding if agreed by the Organiser in writing.  No terms or conditions stipulated by the Exhibitor shall apply to any such contract unless expressly agreed by the Organiser in writing.

1.3  All bookings shall be made on the official Order Form.  A booking shall be an offer subject to acceptance by the Organiser and the Organiser reserves the right to refuse or accept any offer without giving reason therefore.

1.4  Exhibits must comply with the applicable Local Authority regulations applying at the time and any regulations stated in the Exhibitor’s guide issued by the Organiser.



2.  PRICE, SPECIFICATION & DRAWINGS



2.1  All quotations and prices are exclusive of VAT which will be added to all invoices at the appropriate tax point.

2.2  While every effort is made to ensure that plans, specifications and drawings in the Organiser’s literature and Web Site are accurate, the Organiser gives no warranty to this effect and shall have no liability in respect of any inaccuracy in such plans, specifications or drawings.  The Organiser reserves the right to alter plans at any time without notice.



3.  CANCELLATION



3.1  In the event of the Exhibitor giving written notice at any time prior to the Exhibition of the intention not to take possession of the display space allocated, or in the event of failing by the to take possession of the space, the Organiser will have absolute discretion to deal with the display space as he thinks fit, without being under liability to refund or abate any charges paid or due herein except as provided below.

3.2  An Exhibitor cancelling his stand once his application has been received and acknowledged is liable for the total booking charge unless the stand can be re-let.  In the event of an application being refused by the Organisers previous deposits will be returned to the applicant in full.

3.3  In the event of the Exhibitor becoming bankrupt or making a composition with his creditors or going into liquidation or being under any appointment of a receiver, the Organiser reserves the right to cancel any display space allocation without being under any liability to refund or abate any charges paid or due herein.

3.4  The Organiser reserves the right to cancel any Exhibitor’s booking and should it do its sole liability shall be to refund all monies paid by the Exhibitor.  In no circumstance shall the organiser be liable for any loss (including consequential loss) or damage suffered by the Exhibitor resulting from such cancellation howsoever the same may be caused.

5.   LIABILITY

   

5.1  Whilst the Organiser will endeavour to protect exhibition property whilst on display at the Exhibition, it must be understood that the management of the Premises and the Organisers cannot accept liability for any loss or damage sustained from any cause whatsoever.

5.2 Exhibitors will be responsible for all damage to property and for any loss or injury caused by them or their agents or employees and will indemnify the Organisers against all claims and expenses arising therefrom.

5.3  Exhibits may not be removed until the Exhibition has been closed.  Any special arrangements for installation or removal of exhibits must be made in consultation with the Organisers.



6.  FORCE MAJEURE



Should the Exhibition be cancelled, curtailed or adversely affected by any cause not within the reasonable control of the Organiser including but not limited to war, fire, national emergency, labour dispute, strike, lock-out, civil disturbance, Act of God, or non-availability of the Premises for any reason, the Organiser shall be under no obligation to refund all or part of the sums paid by the Exhibitor in respect of its participation in the Exhibition and shall be under no liability to the Exhibitor or any other person in respect of any actions, proceedings, claims, demands, losses (including consequential losses) costs or expenses whatsoever which may be brought against or suffered or incurred by the Exhibitor as should at the Organiser’s discretion be considered just and equitable in all circumstances.



7.  INSURANCE



The Exhibitor shall take out adequate insurance in respect of all liabilities of the Exhibitor in relation to the Exhibition including but not limited to the liabilities referred to in Clauses 5 and 6 above.



8.  PAYMENT



A non-refundable deposit of 50% is required prior to acceptance of the Exhibitor’s order.  The balance is payable as set out on the Order Form.  All payments must be made by cheque or banker’s draft drawn on a UK bank in Sterling only and made payable to the Library Association.  Invoices in respect of additional services will be sent in due course.



9.  ADVERTISEMENTS



The Exhibitor shall not advertise or distribute its publication and printed matter at the Premises otherwise than form its stand.



10.  CONDUCT



The Exhibitor shall comply with all regulations published by the Organiser in relation to the conduct of the Exhibition which shall be contained in the Exhibitor’s guide including those in respect of electrical services, damage to premises, storage and gangway obstruction.  Stand representatives will be admitted at the rate of one per 3m² of exhibition space or a proportion thereof who shall be the same individuals throughout.





�Exhibitor may not assign, sub-let or grant in respect of the whole or part of the whole or any part of its stand.  An Exhibitor may not, except by express written permission of  the Organisers, display or give credit directly or indirectly to any goods, products or services other than his own or his named principal’s.
