 Stated differently, open access is the Stated differently, open access is the 
storage of peer reviewed health and medical storage of peer reviewed health and medical 
or any other scientific literature in a public or any other scientific literature in a public 
digital repository in such a manner that it digital repository in such a manner that it 
can be retrieved or ‘mined’ using can be retrieved or ‘mined’ using 
appropriate electronic search toolsappropriate electronic search tools
